Once out of the Navy, Andrew returned to school to earn
a degree in Biology from Old Dominion University. While
continuing his education, he served on the VA Marine Science
Museum (VMSM) stranding team in VA Beach, rescuing whales
and other injured marine animals. This led to a position with
the education department of VMSM, where Andrew worked for
several years. Upon recognizing the need for marine education
resources in the DC Metropolitan area, Andrew founded Under
the Sea in 1995.

Alake and a pond are large bodies of water that is totally
surrounded by land. A pond is the smaller and has less
water than a lake.

e Aseaisalarge body of water that is surrounded by land or
attached to another body of water.

e An ocean is the largest body of water on Earth and has no
set boundaries.
